1 ON GRADUATION - It's that time of year when we congratulate our youth for aca-

| demic accomplishment. They have toiled, studied, participated, and have been test-
ed — all to ensure a certain preparedness for their future life. Undoubtedly many

& commencement speeches will focus upon dreaming big, fulfilling one’s potential and
the general admonition of “be all that you can be.” This encouragement is good in
itself. It's something positive — a pleasant perspective on oneself.

However, my dear youth | leave you with a kindly admonition — look beyond yourself! There is a
very old story of a young man who looked at himself and was captivated. Narcissus gazed upon
his image in a pool of still water and was so smitten he could not bear to look elsewhere. He
stayed at the pool, pining away his life wishing only to touch his reflection in the water. He died
there — a rather sad story of an unfulfilled life.

Graduate, you now go forth not to be captivated and engrossed with yourself, but rather to be an
active member of our community. Our Catholic community encompasses the persons living AND
persons who have gone before us in death to the next life. We connect with saints here on earth
and saints in heaven through our Eucharistic Jesus Christ. We need the help of Godly people here
in our world; we need the help of the saints in heaven.

#/ The Church does what Jesus did and even greater — This Sunday’s first reading has
| Peter and the apostles performing “many signs and wonders” as they preached Jesus
crucified and raised from the dead. Though thrown in jail, they were freed by divine in-

» . tervention. They continued to preach unfettered and do wondrous deeds. Recall what
Jesus declared at the last Supper, “Amen, amen, | say to you, whoever believes in me will do the
works that | do, and will do greater ones than these, because | am going to the Father.” (John 14:12)
It's true, nowhere did Jesus heal simply by having his shadow cast upon the infirm — but Peter did!

The Church forgives sins in the Sacrament of Penance, because God willed it to be that way. Our
gospel tells us that Jesus appeared to the apostles, “As the Father has sent me, so | send you. And
when he had said this, he breathed on them and said to them, “Receive the Holy Spirit. Whose sins
you forgive are forgiven them, whose sins you retain are retained.” The historical Church always
believed these words as stated; it always practiced the sacrament of forgiveness of sins. The full
statement of Jesus implies that we not only can approach an apostle (or successor) for for-
giveness, but that we must approach one! This Sunday is Divine Mercy Sunday — we are reminded
that it is Christ himself who awaits us in the confessional. As Sister Faustina Kowalska recorded of
her visions of the Divine Savior speaking about the Sacrament of Penance, “ONLY | AM HIDDEN
IN THE PRIEST, BUT | MYSELF ACT UP ON THE SOUL.” This should give us great hope and
comfort. Fr. Charles
