FROM THE PASTOR DESK

The Epiphany refers to the “making known” of Jesus all peoples
| of the world. These ambassadors, also known as Magi were “wise
t&u;s men” or astrologers who studied the stars and were aware of the
Jewish belief that a Messiah was coming. They would have been
4’ o ‘ versed in much of the wisdom of the day and would have been in-
W& trigued by the Jewish belief in the Messiah. God used what they
— were familiar with to call them to adore the Christ. He used a
star. They understood the stars and when they saw this new and unique star over
Bethlehem, they realized that something special was happening.

First, let us take a lesson from the Epiphany to see that God will use what is familiar
to us to call us to Himself. Look for the “star” that God is using to call you. It’s closer
than you may think.

Second, let us note that the Magi fell prostrate before the Christ Child. They laid
their lives down before Him in complete surrender and adoration. They set a perfect
example for us. If these astrologers from a foreign land could come and adore
Christ in such a profound way, we must do the same. You might even try literally ly-
ing down prostrate in prayer this day, in imitation of the Magi. Adore Him with a com-
plete surrender of your life.

Third, let us admire that the Magi brought gold, frankincense, and myrrh. These
three qifts, presented to our Lord, show that they acknowledged this Child as the Di-
vine King who would die to save us from sin. Gold is for a King, frankincense is a
burnt offering to God, and myrrh is used for one who would die. Thus, their adora-
tion is grounded in the truths of who this Child is. If we are to adore Christ properly,
we must also honor Him in this threefold way.

So let us reflect, today, upon these Magi - Caspar, Melchior, and Balthasar - and let
us see them as a symbol of what you are called to do. You are called from the for-
eign place of this world to seek out the Messiah. What is God using to call you to
Himself? Is God speaking to you in signs and dreams too, like the Magi? Father
