iLas estadisticas matrimoniales son tristes! Mas del 50% termina en divorcio antes de los 10 afios
de unidn. Y para aquellos que simplemente viven juntos en union libre, ies mucho mayor la prob-
abilidad de ruptura! Ademas, las estadisticas catdlicas no son mejores; son mas o menos las mis-
mas que las de otros cristianos. Ademas, la Iglesia Catdlica concede mas de 60.000 anulaciones al
afho.

Una vez mas, épor qué tanto dolor? ... en el principio no era asi... el Creador los hizo hombre y mu-
jer... y los dos serdn uno solo...” Asi que ya no son dos, sino una sola carne... que nadie separe lo que
Dios ha unido.” Mt 19:3-9 Jesus arroja luz sobre el plan de su Padre para la existencia humana. Se
suponia que, en primer lugar, debiamos estar en una relacién estable unos con otros del sexo
opuesto. En el Antiguo Testamento, el profeta Ezequiel explico la relacion del Sefior con su pueblo
Israel de la siguiente manera: “Te hice juramento y entré en pacto contigo.” (Ezequiel 16:8) Sin em-
bargo, una y otra vez Israel fue infiel. Como resultado, el Sefior dijo: “La atraeré al desierto y
hablaré a su corazon... En aquel dia, dice el Serior, me llamard: “Mi esposo”, y nunca mas: “Mi Baal”.
Dios prometié a su pueblo un corazén de carne, un corazon que lo conoceria y lo amaria.

El pecado debilita y divide, y en ultima instancia causa la muerte. Buscamos evitar el pecado y
seguir el camino de Dios. Estamos llamados a abrir nuestros corazones a Dios y a su amorosa vol-
untad para nosotros. Aguellos que viven la vocacion del matrimonio estan llamados a servir a Di-
os, de alguna manera, sacrificandose por su conyuge. El apostol Pablo ensefia: “Maridos, amen a
sus mujeres como Cristo amo a la Iglesia, entregandose a si mismo por ella... el hombre dejara a su pa-
dre y a su madre, y se unird a su mujer, y los dos seran una sola carne. Este es un gran misterio, quiero
decir que se refiere a Cristo y a la Iglesia. En todo caso, cada uno debe amar a su mujer como a si mis-
mo; la mujer, por su parte, debe mostrar respeto a su marido” (Efesios 5:25-33). Seguin Pablo, de una
manera muy real los maridos representan a Jesucristo ante su esposa, y ella, por su parte, repre-
senta a la Iglesia, reconociendo y recibiendo el sacrificio de su marido con respeto.

La fidelidad sexual entre los cdnyuges ha sido insistida por todos los lideres de la Iglesia desde el
tiempo de los apdstoles. Aunque pueda sonar un poco machista a la luz de las sensibilidades de
hoy, el apdstol Pedro comparte una verdad profunda que destaca que ninglin cényuge que
deshonre a su conyuge al ser infiel sexualmente puede considerarse en buena posicion ante el
Sefior. Pedro dice: “Asimismo, ustedes, maridos, deben vivir con sus esposas en comprension, dando
honor al sexo femenino mas deébil, ya que somos coherederos del don de la vida, para que sus oraciones
no sean estorbadas. Finalmente, sed todos de un mismo sentir, compasivos, amdandoos unos a otros, mis-
ericordiosos, humildes” (1 Pedro 3:7-8). Finalmente, hermanos y hermanas, les dejo la oraciéon que
Tobias llevé a cabo en su noche de bodas: ique sea la de ustedes! . . 4hora, Serior, tii sabes que
tomo a esta esposa mia no por lujuria, sino por un proposito noble. Invoca tu misericordia sobre mi y
sobre ella, y permitenos vivir juntos hasta una vejez feliz. Dijeron juntos: “Amén, amén” y se acostaron
para pasar la noche.”

The Synod is still going on. While it has moved on to a gathering in
Rome, synodality remains. “Tuesdays with the Diocese” offers an
invitation to listen to one story and consider what our story is. It of-
fers an opportunity to continue listening to the Spirit as we listen to
others. Pope Francis reminds us synodality has a soul that is the Spi-

rit who speaks and listens. We listen to others share their story...not hear them
tell their story. There’s a difference. To listen and truly hear we need prayer. To
share our story, we need prayer to notice the moments when we’ve experienced

God’s presence in our life and in the world. To notice what experiences inspired
us to love or grieve or act.

FROM THE PASTOR DESK

TN Marriage is between man and woman — this according to God’s Word, this according
( = ¥ql to the nature of the physiology of the sexes. Marriage is a union that is exclusive to all
’ 4 others. Marriage is ordered toward children — by its very nature it brings forth new life.
Christian marriage is forever. It’s a decision man and woman make freely, free from
force and fear. Yet, why is it so difficult?

Marriage statistics are sad! Greater than 50% end in divorce before the 10 year mark of the union.
And for those who simply live together in open union, it’s much greater the likelihood of breakup!
Too, Catholic statistics are no better; they’re about the same as other Christians. Additionally the
Catholic Church grants more than 60,000 annulments annually.

Again, why so much pain? “. . . in the beginning it was not so . . . the Creator made them male and
female . . . and the two shall become as one . . . thus they are no longer two but one flesh . . . let no
man separate what God has joined.” Mt 19:3-9 Jesus sheds light on his Father’s plan for human ex-
istence. We were meant primarily to be in a stable relation to one another of the opposite sex. In the
Old Testament the Prophet Ezekiel explained the Lord’s relationship to his people Israel as such, “/
swore and oath to you and entered into a covenant with you.” (Ezekiel 16:8) Yet, time and again Isra-
el was unfaithful. As a result the Lord said, “So I will allure her into the desert and speak to her
heart . . .on that day, says the Lord, she shall call me, ‘My Husband., and never again ‘My Baal.”
God promised his people a heart of flesh — a heart that would know Him and love Him.

Sin weakens and divides, ultimately causing death. We seek to avoid sin and follow God’s path. We
are called to open our hearts to God and His loving will for us. Those living out the vocation of mar-
riage are furthered beckoned to serve God by in a way, sacrificing oneself for one’s spouse. The
Apostle Paul teaches, “Husbands love your wives as Christ loved the Church. He gave himself up for
her. . . man shall leave his father and mother and shall cling to his wife, and the two shall be made
into one. This is a great mystery, I mean that it refers to Christ and the Church. In any case, each
should love his wife as he loves himself, the wife for her part showing respect for her hus-

band. ”(Ephesians 5:25-33) According to Paul, in a very real way husbands represent Jesus Christ to
their spouse, and she for her part represents the Church acknowledging and receiving her husband’s
sacrifice with respect.

Sexual faithfulness among spouses has been insisted upon by all Church leaders since the time of the
apostles. Though it may sound a bit chauvinistic in light of today’s sensibilities, the Apostle Peter
shares a profound truth that highlights that no spouse who dishonors his spouse by being sexually
unfaithful can be considered to be in good standing with the Lord. Peter says, “Likewise, you hus-
bands should live with your wives in understanding, showing honor to the weaker female sex, since
we are joint heirs of the gift of life, so that your prayers may not be hindered. Finally, all of you, be of

one mind, sympathetic, loving toward one another, compassionate, humble.(1 Peter 3:7-8) In closing
brothers and sisters, I leave the prayer Tobiah carried out on his wedding night — may it be yours! . .
Now, Lord, you know that I take this wife of mine not because of lust but for a noble purpose. Call
down your mercy on me and on her, and allow us to live together to happy old age. They said togeth-
er,’Amen, amen’ and went to bed for the night. ”(Tobit 8:5-7) Father Charles
