, Bizantino Emperador Heraclio con-
| quisto a los persas. Lo hizo llevando
en alto, en estandarte, la sefial de la
¥ Cruz. Para celebrar su victoria
comenzo a marchar hacia la ciudad
de Jerusalén con él mismo llevando
una extravagante adornada Cruz. Todos los
emblemas de su victoria se habian unido a esta
cruz que él llevé. El propio emperador lo llevaba
en su ropa lujosa.

Cuando Heraclio llegd a las puertas de Jeru-
salén, se encontré con el obispo Zacarias. El
obispo de Jerusalén le dijo al emperador que no
se parecia mucho a Cristo. Y que si queria se-
guir verdaderamente a nuestro Sefior, debia
despojarse de los signos del poder mundano.
En consecuencia, el emperador Heraclio hizo
quitar todos los emblemas de la conquista de la
cruz, y el propio emperador se vistio con la ropa
de un campesino. Con esto entré en la ciudad y
completd su marcha victoriosa hacia el Gdlgota.

La cruz de Cristo hace grandes demandas de
nosotros. En el Evangelio Jesus habl6 libremen-
te que él tuvo que sufrir, morir y levantarse de
entre los muertos. No era el Mesias que los
judios habian esperado; tal vez por eso Pedro
intentaba llevar a Jesus aparte y decirle que
esta causando la gente a perder el corazén, con
toda esta charla de sufrimiento.

LA CRUZ DE NUESTRO HERMANO

Boys Town, cerca de Omaha, Nebraska, es una
comunidad para los nifios abandonados y sin ho-
gar. Fue fundada en 1917 por el presbitero Ed-
ward Joseph Flanagan, que inicié con cinco
jévenes en una casa alquilada. Con los afios,
desde sus humildes comienzos, fue construida
una comunidad de 1.400 acres que se convirtid en
un pueblo en 1936.

En 1924 un hombre local Roe Fulkerson, se detu-
vo y le pregunto a un nifio que llevaba a otro car-
gando, que si necesitaban que los llevara, ya que
debia estar muy pesado. A lo que el nifio mayor
respondia "él no es pesado, él es mi hermano".
Segun la leyenda, los muchachos estaban sin ho-
gar porque su padre murid en la primera guerra
mundial y tras afos intentandolo su madre ya no
podia cuidar de ellos, por lo que estaban tratando
de llegar a lugar del Boys Town para vivir alla.

En una ocasion el Padre Flanagan estaba mirando
una revista llamada el Mensajero cuando vio un
dibujo de un nifio que llevaba a un nifo mas
pequefio en su espalda, con la leyenda: “No pesa
nada, sefior, es mi hermano”. El padre Flanagan
pensd que la imagen y la frase capturaban el es-
piritu de Boys Town, por lo que pidié permiso y
encargd una estatua del dibujo con la inscripcion.
“No pesa nada” es una caricatura adecuada de
cudl deberia ser nuestra actitud hacia nuestros
hermanos y hermanas necesitados.

October 3 - The Second Vatican Council
What is the Relationship between Scripture and Tradition?
Presenter - Fr. Frank Coady

A classic point of disagreement between the Catholic church and many Protestant chur-
ches has been that the Catholic church believes teachings that are not explicitly found in
Scripture but developed over time through what we call “tradition.” Evangelical chur-
ches usually believe that teachings can only come from what is explicitly stated in the
Bible.

Dei Verbum (Word of God) is a Vatican II document that has made great strides in
healing this division. We will take a look at what Dei Verbum teaches in order to get a
better understanding of how the church’s tradition corresponds to the Biblical word.

The Synod is still going on. While it has moved on to a gathering in Rome, synodality remains.
“Tuesdays with the Diocese” offers an invitation to listen to one story and consider what our story is.
It offers an opportunity to continue listening to the Spirit as we listen to others. Pope
Francis reminds us synodality has a soul that is the Spirit who speaks and listens. We
listen to others share their story...not hear them tell their story. There’s a difference.
To listen and truly hear we need prayer. To share our story, we need prayer to notice
the moments when we’ve experienced God’s presence in our life and in the world. To
notice what experiences inspired us to love or grieve or act.

FROM THE PASTOR DESK

About 1400 years ago the Byzantine
Emperor Heraclius defeated the Per-
, sians. He did so carrying the sign of
£ the cross. To celebrate his victory he
started to march into the City of Jeru-
salem with himself carrying an extrav-
agantly adorned cross. He had attached all the em-
blems of his victory to this cross which he car-
ried. The emperor himself wore his royal robes.

When Heraclius arrived at the gates of Jerusalem
he ran into Bishop Zechariah. The Bishop of Jeru-
salem told the emperor that he didn’t look much
like Christ. And that if wish to truly follow our
Lord that he should strip himself of signs of world-
ly power. Accordingly Emperor Heraclius had all
the emblems of conquest taken off the cross, and
the emperor himself put on the clothes of a peas-
ant. With that he went into the city and completed
his victory march to Golgotha.

Christ’s cross makes great demands of us. In the
gospel Jesus spoke freely that he had to suffer, die
and rise from the dead. He was not the messiah
that Jews had hoped for; and maybe that’s why
Peter tries to take Jesus aside and warn him that
he’s causing people to lose heart with all this talk
of suffering. The reply: a shock — get out of my
sight you satan!

The Gospel must be proclaimed, in good times and
bad! It must be done! God wills it! Let us proclaim
what is necessary, and do what is necessary to live
it. Fr. Charles

CARRYING THE CROSS OF OUR BROTHER

Boys Town, near Omaha, Nebraska, is a
community for neglected and homeless
boys. It was founded in 1917 by Father
Edward Joseph Flanagan, who started
with five youngsters in an old rented
house. Over the years, from humble be-
ginnings, a 1,400-acre community was
built that became a village in 1936.

In 1924 a local man Roe Fulkerson pulled
over and asked one boy who was carrying
another if they needed a ride, that he must
be heavy. The older boy replies, "He Ain't
Heavy He's My Brother". As the legend
goes, the boys were homeless because
their father was killed in World War | and
after years of trying their mother could no
longer care for them, so they were trying
to get to Boy's Town.

Father Flanagan was looking at a maga-
zine called The Messenger when he came
across a drawing of a boy carrying a
younger boy on his back, with the caption,
"He ain't heavy Mr., he's my brother." Fa-
ther Flanagan thought the image and
phrase captured the spirit of Boys Town,
so he got permission and commissioned a
statue of the drawing with the inscription.
‘He ain’t heavy" is a fitting caricature of
what our attitude should be toward our
brothers and sisters in need. Fr. C.
