Sin du-
da, el hombre necesitaria algin tiempo para reconocer no so6lo las palabras, sino también la delicada
manera de hablar y el significado de la forma en que la gente habla. Es decir, necesitaria comprender la
entonacion y el timbre de la voz popular para comprender completamente lo que se estaba expresando.
Pero eso vendria con el tiempo y la experiencia.

October 3 - The Second Vatican Council
What is the Relationship between Scripture and Tradition?
Presenter - Fr. Frank Coady

A classic point of disagreement between the Catholic church and many Protestant chur-
ches has been that the Catholic church believes teachings that are not explicitly found in
Scripture but developed over time through what we call “tradition.” Evangelical chur-
ches usually believe that teachings can only come from what is explicitly stated in the
Bible.

Dei Verbum (Word of God) is a Vatican II document that has made great strides in
healing this division. We will take a look at what Dei Verbum teaches in order to get a
better understanding of how the church’s tradition corresponds to the Biblical word.

The Synod is still going on. While it has moved on to a gathering in Rome, synodality remains.
“Tuesdays with the Diocese” offers an invitation to listen to one story and consider what our story is.
It offers an opportunity to continue listening to the Spirit as we listen to others. Pope
Francis reminds us synodality has a soul that is the Spirit who speaks and listens. We
listen to others share their story...not hear them tell their story. There’s a difference.
To listen and truly hear we need prayer. To share our story, we need prayer to notice
the moments when we’ve experienced God’s presence in our life and in the world. To
notice what experiences inspired us to love or grieve or act.

FROM THE PASTOR DESK

{e For us, the spitting is repugnant. One can even run afoul with the law for spitting on the
sidewalk in certain places. However, among ancient peoples, saliva was thought to have a
{\_Q curative power. As a matter of fact, the saliva of dogs actually does help them to
heal! But probably this is not true of humans. In the gospel of Mark, Jesus touches the
deaf-mute's ears and tongue with his saliva and groans, "Ephphatha" which means "Be opened." The
word is from the regional Aramaic language. The curing was immediate; suddenly he could hear and
speak. To be sure the man would need some time to recognize not only words but the delicate meaning
of the manner and the way folks speak. That is, he’d need to grasp the intonation and timbre of a folk's

voice to fully grasp what was being expressed. But that would come with time and experience.

We who are blessed with hearing are sometimes not good listeners. This is common in families. We see
spouses talking past one another, children practicing selective hearing, and probably more one-sided
conversations occurring than the back and forth of dialogue. This happens with God too. He hears us to
be sure, but sometimes we don’t hear Him. This is a very good reason to read Sacred Scripture again
and again. Doing so we discover there is much more waiting for us to grasp by which God wants to
teach us. That’s why we need quiet time to pray, because there’s so much noise around us and often-
times God speaks in a very quiet voice. You might say this “voice of God” is made known in thoughts
of God — thinking of the divine. He directs our thoughts in prayer! In our day to day bustle, frequently
our thoughts are pulled and pushed by the noise surrounding us — including visual distractions.
Thoughts from God seem to get through only with great difficulty.

Notice that when Jesus healed the man, he took him aside, away from the crowd. We need to get away
from the crowd each day too. We need to spend time in silence with the Lord. It’s essential. When go-
ing through difficult times God gives us ideas of how we should look at some situations, what perspec-
tive might be helpful, even what we might say to someone. In the gospels Jesus healed people because
of his compassion, in response to a request, in response to faith. He did so to show that the Kingdom of
God had arrived. Jesus helped this man hear and speak to show us that his goal is to teach us how to
hear and listen to God. We ask Jesus to touch us as He might see fit to touch us, and open ourselves to
that which He wishes to communicate to us. Fr. Charles
