From the Desk of the Pastor

“You duped me, O LORD, and I let myself be duped; you were too strong for me, and you
triumphed.”

Jeremiah was downcast; he complained that his “God experience” wasn’t what he
thought it should be. | myself can ask, what am | looking for in religion? Am | simply
looking for an outlet for my guilty feelings? Am | looking for a social life? Many think
religion should provide for their social needs by being a support community in every
aspect of life. Some folks are primarily looking for respectability. Others are looking
for connections. Some merely adopt a religion because their spouse or their friends
have the religion. And some folks are nostalgia buffs; they like the liturgy or the his-
tory or the tradition, so they belong to the Church. A sizable number of people come
to religion at some point in life because they think they will find a cure-all, a solution
to every problem of life.

If we are looking for anything other than truth, we are probably going to be disap-
pointed. When we find that the Church does not live up to any of the above expecta-
tions, we might be tempted to say with Jeremiah, "You seduced me, Lord. | let my-
self be seduced." Jeremiah, like Peter, was expecting that everything would be,
should be, instantly perfect. It wasn't. Itisn't. Even with the coming of the Messiah,
the expected perfection didn't happen. Instead, he who seduced us offers us a
cross. He offers us what he himself underwent. He does promise that the cross will
be precious: Our offering will be a spiritual sacrifice. And he promises us that if we
lose our lives for his sake, we shall find eternal happiness. But complete joy and un-
ending bliss will not be in this world. Have we been seduced or duped?
